N o v e mb ©pea Studios was a big success
with 250 pieces of work on display from nearly
50 Double Elephant members and course
participants. The quality of the work was extremely high, something much commented upon by
visitors over the weekend. We had over 300 visitors attending, with 54 pieces of work sold, for a
total of over £1200.

On the Saturday of the Open Studios weekend,

we ran a Print Drop-in session. This was funded by
an Opening Doors award to encourage adults to
discover the creative learning activities open to
them. We offered visitors the chance to screen-

print their own cloth shopping bag to take away.
Around a third of our visitors took the opportunity

to try printing for themselves and had a lot of fun
doing so.

Double Elephant Fundraiser

Over £1800 worth of prints were donated by Double Elephant members for our fundraising sale at

Ex et Bautijge ArtFair i n November. Whil st visitor numbers
featured a wide variety of work at a range of affordable prices. so received a good share of

attention. We sold 9 pieces of work at a total cost of £123.50, faring better than many other stall

holders and making it a worthwhile day.

Funds raised will go towards the purchase of a new light exposure unit, which is a vital piece of

equipment for the workshop, widely used in courses and outreach as well as by members. Replacing

the old unit was an unexpected expense this year and a new one is currently on loan to us. We need

to raise £5000 to purchase the unit outright for the benefit of workshop users, so will be offering the
remaining donated works for sale at future events. If you have any ideas for other events or outlets for
our donated prints, do let us know!

The queue was unbroken for 5 hours as
participants used objects found in the forest to create flags
which were then strung on washing lines to dry in the

beautiful autumn sunshine. It was a fantastic day and well
done to Emma and Kerry for handling the hordes of happy

al fresco printmakers.

We had a great response to our two

exhibitions at IMPACT, the international

printmaking conference . Whilst most printmaking studios chose to showcase just 2 or 3 artists, DEPW,

in keeping with our democratic approach, showcased everyone! This meant our studio exhibition

(which was subsequently shown in Exeter Phoenixds ca
from professional printmakers, alongside complete beginners; 14 -year -old at -risk children next to

rural outreach participants. This certainly got us noticed, as did our academic exhibition which

displayed the work of Print on Prescription, our ongoing scheme for mental health service users.

Doubl e El ephantdéds outreach programme is the most ext
unique in working with mental health service users on an ongoing basis.

Having the most extensive printmaking outreach programme in the UK can be a problem when you

have only 2 pages of ebulletin! There is so much more to tell you about Emma and her team, who

continue to travel the length and breadth of Devon running workshops for schools (including a

session for 75 in Axminster recently!) and community venues. We held a successful Print Your Own

Exeter, printing with patients waiting to see their doctor! We are now spending some time fundraising

for future projects including work with older people and printing with an environmental theme.
