Since September Emma has been working with The West of England 
School for children with little or no sight and with Devon Record Office to 
create tactile collagraphs combining an old 1846 tithe map of the  
Countess Wear area with a modern map. 
 

The pupils have been interested to learn more about the history of their 
area, as well as the concept of maps. Theyôve also enjoyed using the  
portable press, learning about inks and using the different textures to  
create the elements of the maps ï fields, houses, streams, lanes, foot-
paths and roads and, of course, the school. Their work is displayed in the 
walkway gallery at Exeter Phoenix, and is well worth visiting. 

Double Elephant Print Workshop and Devon Record Office 
are calling for submissions of interest from artists of all disciplines  
wishing to create artwork on the theme of politics. The work will be 
inspired by the resources available at Devon Record Office and 
must in part be realised through the medium of printmaking.

Contact Double Elephant Print Workshop: 

Beaford Gifted and Talented Academy  

 

In January Emma was artist in residence at The Beaford Academy, a residential 
weekend for Gifted and Talented Year 7 ï 9 students from across the South West.  
Organised by Beaford Arts with the support of Devon County Council, the students 
spent the weekend immersed in printmaking. Using organic plant forms they made 
monotypes, monoprints, drypoints and collagraphs over the two days.

Exe Childrenôs Centre as part of their Saturday morning Dads and Toddlers programme. 

Exeter Royal Academy for Deaf Education  

 

DEPW is starting a new project with Devon Record Office and Exeter Royal Academy for Deaf Education. 
Students are researching the history of the schoolôs buildings and creating their own visual responses to 
the hidden stories of the school. We are creating monoprints and collagraphs to be exhibited at Exeter 
Phoenix and at the school's new premises. 

DEPW printing with Sherborne School for Girls  
 

DEPW spent a weekend printing with sixth formers at Sherborne School for Girls. The students used their 
current A level and IB projects to inform experiments with several printing processes learned over the two 
days. DEPW are currently assisting the Art Department establish a printmaking studio in the building. 

Wild Art Week  
 

Simon and DEPW volunteers will be participating in St Petrock's Wild Art Week in March. Alongside other city 
arts organisations such as Spacex, RAMM, Exeter College, Exeter Phoenix and Magic Carpet Arts we'll be 
printing with found materials and generally providing stimulating and creative activity. The week of events is 
primarily aimed at people who are or have recently been homeless, people with mental health issues and ex-
offenders with the idea of encouraging people to explore the artist within. 

Double Elephant in Schools  

Our outreach team has many yearsô experience of running workshops in schools and 
other settings. To make it easier for teachers to bring a printmaker into their  
classroom, we are currently putting together a new programme of workshops for 
schools. The workshop programme covers introducing and developing printmaking at 
all ages from early years to post-16 and will link with the national curriculum. Our 
printmaker tutor-team, who are all practising artists, can each deliver a workshop for 
up to 30 children, and bring with them all the necessary equipment including presses, 
high quality paper and inks, tools and rollers. 
 

In addition, we will shortly be offering teachersô twilight training courses and a 
consultation service to schools wishing to set up their own print studios. For more  
information on any aspect of our schoolsô programme, contact Catherine Cartwright 
on catherine@doubleelephant.org.uk.
